	PHASE 1: 10MINS
INTRODUCTION, RULES & WARM UP
(Preparing the brain for learning)
	INTRODUCTION:
Teacher: Hello
Students: Hello teacher William
Teacher: How are you?
Students: I’m fine thank you
Teacher: Nice to see you
Students: Nice to see you too

RULES:
Teacher: Look, stickers. If you’re good, I’ll give you one. If you’re bad, I’ll take it away. If you answer teacher William, teacher William will give you a sticker. (place a chair in the corner) Whoever is bad will sit on this chair. Do we agree?

Students: ok

WARM UP:
Teacher: Let’s sing a

	phase 2: 40mins
main lesson
(New learning, includes review of old lesson if applicable)

PRESENTATION (P1),

	Review: none
Word 1: daddy
P1: use the song, pause at daddy, ask the students, “who’s this?” and allow them to guess. Show the flashcard and say “daddy”
P2: let the kids tap the flashcard with one hand and say the word daddy. PS: listen to their pronunciation and do an individual or collective correction if there’s a pattern to the error
Word 2: mommy
P1: play the song, pause it again at mommy, ask the students, “who’s this?” and allow them to guess. Show the flashcard and say “mommy”
P2: let the kids jump and head the flashcard while you hold it above them. PS: Listen carefully to their pronunciation. Pay attention to safety as they jump. Bring them from their seat if it’s unsafe

SUMMARY 1: 
WORD 1,2: daddy, mommy
 P2: show the flashcards one by one and let the kids say the word. Squat and let the kids say the words one by one in a low voice. Stand and raise the cards and let the kids say the words in a loud voice

In between:
Let the kids finish watching and singing along the song rain rain go away. 

Word 3: family
P1: show a picture of a family. Ask the kids “what can you see?” (Allow a local dialect teacher to translate this statement). Allow the kids to guess. Teach them to say “family”

P2: play the clap game. Stretch out the right hand and say “Fa”, stretch out the left hand and say “mi”, clap the hands together and say “ly”. Gradually increase the tempo until it’s a smooth word “family”

SUMMARY 2:
WORD 1,2,3: daddy, mommy, family
P2: Use the courseware, let the kids repeat each word one by one. Use the fishing game in the courseware so the kids can practice the words randomly

P3: play the hammer game. Place the flashcards on the floor, give a child a hammer, let the child hammer each flashcard and say the word. PS: assist them with the beginning sound of the word if necessary
